Many people have worked tirelessly over the years to secure your right to vote and we urge you to
make your voice heard by voting in person on Tuesday or at early voting locations in your town that
will be open until 6 p.m. on Sunday, November 3. The polls will be open on Tuesday, November 5
from 6 a.m. to 8 p.m. in New Jersey and from 6 a.m. until 9 p.m. in New York State.

And don't forget, that your contract includes Presidential Election Days as a paid holiday, but
only if you are registered to vote. Members who work full-time are eligible for this benefit after
three months of service and are paid eight hours Holiday Pay.

If you have questions about this holiday, please speak to your Union
Representative.
